1. Access to dormitories

1. Residents receive passes to enter the Student Dormitory. It
is strictly forbidden to give the pass to other persons.

For giving of the pass to another person, residents are subject
to disciplinary responsibility provided for by these Internal
Regulations.

2. Access for residents to the Student Dormitory is provided
around the clock.

3. When entering the dormitory::

— residents must present their passes at the security gate;

— employees of the Student Dormitory present their official
identity card;

— persons who are neither students nor staff members at the
University, must present an identification document. In a
special log book, the dormitory’s security staff shall record
the information on guests;

— persons under the age of 18 are prohibited from leaving the
Student Dormitory in the summer night after 23.00 hours,
and in the winter night after 22.00 hours.

4. At the entrance to the Student Dormitory of guests:

— the resident leaves his pass and in the log book of the
entrance of guests, the security of the Student Dormitory
records information about the guests: Full name, time of
entry and exit;

— guests can stay in the Student Dormitory from 7 to 22
o'clock;

— during the session period, the entrance of guests to the
Student Dormitory may be restricted by agreement with the
student council and the administration of the hostel;

— relatives who do not live in the Student Dormitory receive a
temporary pass to stay in the Student Dormitory.

5. The log book of entry/exit of residents and the log book of
entry of guests is issued by the administration of the Student
Dormitory;

6. The resident who invited the guests should take
responsibility so they go out on time.

7. Students who where evicted do not allowed to live there
anymore.

8. All things that you found in the Dormitory are the property
of the University, so anyone don’t have right to bring
something.

2. Residents have the right to:

— reside in premises assigned to them for the entire period of
their studies, provided that they follow the rules;

— contact the dormitory manager with requests for the timely
repair of premises, replacement of appliances and interior
fixtures, which have stopped working;

— use household appliances in compliance with safety
regulations and fire safety regulations.

3. Residents are obliged to:

— fulfill all the rules and regulations stated in Dormitory
Tenancy Agreement;

— invite guests only at the allowed time;

make payments for the dormitory on time;

—avoid any noise and do not disturb each other;

— follow the Regulations, safety rules for appliances and
Russia’s fire prevention guidelines;

— always avoid using open flame in living space (candles,
Bengal fires, etc);

— strictly observe home appliances’ instructions;

— treat the dormitory’s premises, appliances and interior fixtures
with due care;

— use electricity and water sparingly, keep living spaces and
common areas clean and tidy;

— clean the room daily, while in common areas — as per the set
cleaning schedule;

— reimburse the University for material damages as per Russian
legislation;

— provide access to living premises to the dormitory staff, the
University’s employees.

(shouting, listening to music loudly, playing musical instruments,
singing, making repairs, knocking);

— stick ads and schedules on the walls of the living room and in public
areas;

— be on the premises of the dormitory or its adjacent areas in a state of
alcoholic or narcotic intoxication, as well as store, use or distribute
alcoholic beverages (including beer), and other drinks containing
alcohol, narcotics and psychotropic substances, as well as bring
alcoholic products (including low-alcohol products, beer, wine, canned
cocktail drinks with alcohol) to the dormitory;

— smoke, including vapes, electronic cigarettes, and other items
imitating tobacco smoking, or their any substitutes, as well as use
tobacco goods in any form on the dormitory premises and within its
given territory;

— store or smoke hookah on the premises of the dormitory;

— manufacture, store, use, or distribute on the dormitory’s premises
narcotic substances or psychotropic substances that are illegal in the
Russian Federation;

— use electrical cords with frayed or broken insulation, and damaged
outlets, switches and other electrical fixtures;

— cover electric lamps and lights with paper, fabrics and other
flammable materials;

— utilize non—standard (homemade) electrical heating devices;

— leave electrical heating devices plugged in and unattended, as well as
other appliances, including in standby mode;

— cover smoke detectors, alarm systems, and other systems with plastic
bags, fabrics or other materials;

— use sources of open flame (e.g., candles, Bengal lights) in the living
spaces;

— store and /or use pyrotechnical, explosive, dangerous chemical
substances or any type of flammable materials in the dormitory, as well
as guns, air rifles, nonlethal and bladed weapons, crosshows, or
imitation weapons, or similar replicas of melee weapons;

— provide one’s living space for the residence of another person(s);

— allow self-initiated change of residences or moves of University’s
property from one room to another;

— move from an assigned room to another, or another dormitory
without the permission of the administration;

— install additional locks, as well as locking bars, on doors to living
spaces; to retool locks or replace them without the permission of the
dormitory’s manager;

— store bulky or oversized items in living spaces that may prevent
access for other residents;

— keep pets in the dormitory;

— utilize dormitory premises for commercial purposes, including
tutoring activities;

— bring any technical devise or equipment that is not permitted on the
premises of the dormitory according to sanitary and fire—safety norms,
or devices that would exceed the premises’ set electrical capacity;

— permit offense or insults towards residents, administrators or service
personnel at the dormitory, repair/upkeep organizations, or safety and
inspection teams.

In case of emergency situations (fire, explosion threat, etc.), students
should be calm and act according to the evacuation plan, accurately
follow the commands of representatives of the relevant services (fire
protection, police) and employees of the University.
